Background:-

Our state of Andhra Pradesh was declared as one of the States facing severe drought, the rains by cyclonic effect advantages though low intensity cyclone for water was at first welcome  However, the recent cyclone which is now being followed by another depression has taken everybody by surprise.

So much so even though the vigorous South monsoon along with the depressions brought in heavy rains.  Though, the real culprit for such heavy toll in flooding have been due to the authorities inept handling of the situation that allowed water from dams and reservoirs running across literally drowning the districts of Kurnool and Mahabubnagar.
Current situation:-

There is a real apprehension and forecast that there would be more rains due to the second cyclonic depression across the Coastal and the South of Andhra Pradesh.  These rains if continued will raise the level of water to 8 feet in some areas.
Precautionary and preventionary methods:

Most of the human beings of the Districts have been evacuated on a war footing.

Reasons for this calamity:-

The huge unfortunate effect of the floodings have been more on record due to flash floods caused by overfilled reservoirs and opening of the dams.

Tungabhadra & Handri rivers in Kurnool District, Krishna River in Krishna District, srisailam and Nagarjuna Sagar reservoirs at risk.
Also the Authorities are not equipped to handle this kind of situation. The Rayalaseema region never gets normal rains or any kind of cyclones.  This is generally dried area and the occurrence of such large scale floodings has surprised them all and clearly they have had no preparatory mechanism to handle these kinds of situations.

Requirements:-

The after math of cyclone effects is much more and suffering to the stray animals especially as we do not have and cannot reach the areas affected and only can do so both at the time of preparatory measures and after the floods have receded. 

In this particular effect it is necessary that: 

a) A team of animal helpers, Para vets with suitable Vehicles and medicines and equipments move into the area.  
b) While continuing to assist and treat affected animals arrangements should be made for animal feed for animals.  
c) Where necessary after assessment vaccination is to be provided and where necessary make shift camps to be set up.
