AMCF Help with your Project Proposal

The Stray Animals Support Group (SASG) in Malta was set up by a number of people who have been involved in animal welfare all their lives. The aim of SASG is to provide support and help to organisations and individuals who dedicate their lives to looking after and caring for stray animals. The main activities are providing food for abandoned animals, helping with medication and operations, rescuing and providing recovery facilities for injured cats, neutering stray cat colonies (with post operation recovery facilities), rehoming abandoned cats and dogs, and, of course, fundraising to make all these things possible.

Something had to be done about the ever increasing numbers of cats in stray cat colonies. A cat neutering program was started. Funds had to be raised to help these feeders neuter their cats and humanely control their colonies. SASG started providing neutering vouchers, free of charge, to a number of feeders of stray cat colonies. Traps and cat boxes are also made available to facilitate the trapping of feral cats. Members of our team also provide aftercare facilities for the neutered cats. 

OUR AIMS FOR SPRING 2011

to finish the Ghadira /Sellum colony. (see pictures Neutering Marathon).
to finish the Armier White Tower colony.(see pictures White Tower Colony).
to start and finish Palm Street colony, Santa Marija Estate, Mellieha. (see pictures SME).
to continue to assist Ramla Bay, Selmun Palace and Riviera Hotel and ensure they have no dumped uneutered cats. We are really proud of all the establishd cat cafes we helped establish. (see picture Cat Café Ramla Bay Hotel).
to neuter all cats in the Pwales colony, just discovered by Janine (see photo Pwales Colony).

This is only the “tip of the iceberg”; there are so many colonies on the island, where our volunteers are feeding, trapping and neutering EVERY day... too much to mention. (some pictures attached).
WHAT WE NEED
Money to pay the vets for our neutering-campaigns, more cat-traps, extensions and recovery-cages.

As can be seen in the pictures, we have to leave the neutered cats in very small carriers because we don’t have enough recovery-cages.
If we had more cat-traps we could trap more cats because now we have to catch “in terms” and every day is one more “mating day”... what means: more kittens...
Malta is a real “cat-island”. Everywhere you go, you see cats... Beautiful, but also pityful because there are so many who really suffer. 

We’re doing our best to keep the number of cats to the lowest but for that we really need your help. So PLEASE PLEASE PLEASE, give us the opportunity to pay the vets, buy more cat-traps, extensions and recovery-cages!!!!!
