FROM THE HORSE’S MOUTH

Top of the morning to you.  I’m Malibu, aka Connie as I’m now called here, as I’m a Connemara X Pony.  The breed originated from Connemara in Western Ireland.  I’ve never been there myself, but I’m sure I’d prefer it here.  I had many years with the same owner in England who then sold me and I came to Spain.  Suddenly everything changed and I wasn’t that special pony any more.  I was left in a stable all day with lots of dust around me, which made me cough a lot and so I started trying to get attention, but then they said I was naughty and nobody liked me.  I waited every day for someone to come and take me out and give me lots of “TLC” like I used to get, but no one came and slowly I became very depressed.  Then one day I was brought here to the centre and since then my depression has lifted and now I’m much happier as I know I’m very special here.  I get two food bowls at night and should any of those other horses think they are coming any where near my food, then I’m great at doing handstands and bucking, so think again!  I also have responsibility for two ladies out in the field all day, Ginger and Spirit.  If anyone comes in to my field, I’m there first to protect them and just to make sure I check out the carrots and apples first.  If there’s anything going on outside my field, that they don’t include me in on, then I just pop over the electric fence and join in!  If I get near to too much dust, or have straw in my stable, then I still start coughing a lot, as I have an allergy to dust and it affects my respiratory system.  Officially it’s called COPD, Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease, but hey, a coughs a cough to me and so long as I keep getting my medicine and herbal remedies I’m fine.  I’ve also got two sponsors who help with my keep, so I’m always on my best behaviour when they come and see me.  Recently the centre held a quiz night in Catral, I heard them all talking about it the next day, seems that they had a great night and they are going to do it once a month to help raise funds for all of us, so thank you to all those quiz teams supporting us.  There will be another quiz on Thursday March 12th.  On Sunday the 29th March the centre is having an Open Day, where you can come and enjoy lots of activities and see me and all my friends.  It’s so important for us horses to have somewhere like this and it’s the only one of its kind in this area of Spain.  So please come and support us, we need you.
