She had spent those days 
lying in the dust, throughout the cold nights, in terrible pain, without food or water, until 
eventually someone came and told the Carers at the Nature Shelter. A Carer took Emily to the
Nature Shelter.  They found she was a young dog, 6-9 months old and she was in total shock
and suffering from a terrible wound on her shattered front right leg, and a broken hip.  The bone

Emily was operated on for her broken hip and it 
was essential that she had a pin inserted into her 
leg. When she was stronger, the vet decided to 
the operation to insert two pins into Emily’s leg, 
and it was necessary to leave them in place for 2 
months to give her leg a chance

The operation was carried out in August 2009. 
This was possible because of the sponsorship 

money received from the AMCF, which was used to pay the cost of the veterinary bills.  A lot of 
aftercare was involved and Emily received lots of support from the people at The Nature Shelter 



and sponsors from the AMCF. Emily’s progress was slow, but sure, and eventually in November 
009 the pins were removed from her front right leg.
