My owner was considering having me put down, and who would have wanted to take on a 28 year old arthritic horse, so what else could I do?  Every so often I have a course of Danilon, which is a great pain killer and anti inflammatory for horses, but as with all medication, it can be dangerous to stay on it permanently and it’s really expensive, but of course I’m worth every penny.  I must say though, that they are managing my condition very well here at the centre and every day I go out with all the other horses, as it’s very important to keep my joints moving.  My field mate is Palomo.  I took him under my wing when he arrived and now he just can’t bear to be parted from me.  Well although I say it myself, I was a bit of a “looker” when I was younger.  I’ve done and seen it all really; I don’t even need a head collar when I go in and out, as I know exactly what’s required.  I sometimes go in to the wrong bedroom though at night, as I also have cataracts starting, but I’m trying not to let on I can’t see very well.  In the wild, it would be a sign of weakness for us horses to show pain and debility, as we are prey animals and it would make us an easy target.  We had to have a couple of days in this week, as it rained continuously and it was far too dangerous to turn us out, in case we slipped and fell.  We all got a bit stir crazy, so thank goodness the sun came out again.  Funny isn’t it, we horses like our own space when we are in our rooms, and yet turn us all out in the field, and we all want to be together again.  That’s horses for you.
On Sunday 29th March, we had an Open Day planned here at the centre.  It took a lot of preparation by all of our volunteers and so although it rained continuously all day, the day went ahead and what a great day it was, with Rod and Sue eventually opening up their home to everyone to get them in out of the rain.  I and all of my friends here would just like to thank everyone who helped, and everyone who still turned out to support us.  Remember it’s your support that is keeping us all going.  Starting from Easter Sunday 12th April, visitors will be welcome at the centre on Wednesdays and Sundays from 1pm to 4pm and you will be able to enjoy refreshments and home made cakes (Jo-Anne our cake maker does make exceedingly good cakes!).
