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This is the true heart warming story of an amazing determined cat called Kalle.

Kalle and several of his friends are strays that have previously been neutered by K9 and live within the Laguna Park 2 holiday complex at Torviscas.


Rauni is a cat loving Finnish lady who spends her holiday at Laguna Park 2 each year and informs K9 of any concerns. In 2009 she re-homed one of the stray cats, taking it back to Finland with her.


At the end of her planned holiday here in March 2010, Rauni had previously decided she was taking Kalle home with her. However, she noted Kalle had a problem with one of his ears, so Hazel from K9 went along and took Kalle to the vet who prescribed antibiotics.
Kalle was returned to Rauni who cared for him until she returned home on 13th March. As Kalle was still not well enough to travel, he came into the K9 cattery to continue his treatment.

(Further medication was donated to K9 by the Animal Medical Care Foundation who are based in Holland. AMCF have sponsors who provide monies for Pharmaceutical products to be sent to Clinics and Animal Refuges, usually in the poorer countries of the world. K9 gratefully receives these supplies from them, as and when needed)

Kalle completed his treatment and whilst waiting for his travel documents, managed to escape from the cattery on 2nd April. As he had been at the cattery for 3 weeks, it was assumed he would return when hungry but he didn´t. Rauni was given the bad news and was, understandably, quite upset. Hazel returned to the Laguna Park complex after a couple of weeks but there were no reported sightings of him.


Rauni came over again on holiday in June 2010 and went looking for Kalle. On her 2nd search within the complex she found him; he appeared okay but had lost weight. Incredibly, he had managed to travel the 10 kilometre journey from the K9 kennels at San Miguel to his home at Laguna Park 2, without coming to any physical harm. He was checked over and found to be none the worse for his ordeal.

Some holiday makers and staff at Laguna Park 2 continue to feed him and he has now gained weight. The happy ending to this story is that Kalle is to be allowed to spend his remaining years at Laguna Park 2 which is obviously where his heart lies.
Laguna Park 2 is one of a number of responsible complex´s that fully cooperate with K9 and other animal welfare organisations in their quest to neuter the stray and feral cats that reside on their properties, thus preventing further breeding.
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
