Dear AMCF,
We are very happy to have become part of the AMCF network! 
At our environmental education center in East Kalimantan (Indonesian Borneo) we currently take care of 104 cats (these have all been abandoned here on-site), 5 dogs, and 5 sun bears. Occasionally we have other species brought to the center, like baby civets, slow loris, pig-tailed and long-tailed macaques and snakes, which we try to treat medically, or raise (if babies) till they are big enough to be released to the forest again. 

The sun bears, cats and dogs are permanent residents. Several years ago the sun bear became the mascot of the Balikpapan district (where our center is located) and the local government confiscated several sun bears which were illegally kept as pets. Now these sun bears live in a beautiful forest enclosure of 1.3 ha, where they can be viewed by local visitors. A large sun bear education center has been built next to it and local guides take people around. Last year some 50.000 local visitors came to learn about the bears and other animals.

Our cats are living freely on site during weekdays but during weekends, when up to 1000 visitors can roam the center, we keep them in a new large cat enclosure which we finalized building earlier this year (attached some pictures). A new domestic animal education building has also recently been finished, where we hope to teach local visitors about how to take care of pets and which animals are actually suitable pets, as in Indonesia people still keep orangutans, bears and tigers as (illegal) pets!! A small scale adoption programme is ongoing for some of our younger cats which have been sterilized, but only after good screening of the adoptive family and a short compulsory cat care training course. 
All the cats and dogs that live with us, receive regular worming, de-fleeing and vaccinations. In Kalimantan supplies for animals are very limited. Compared with western countries, we have to be quite creative at times. We do not have a permanent veterinarian working with us, but at least we have a volunteer vet nurse helping out now. Our local staff is great, and we have 7 people working full-time with the various animals.

We are currently the only facility in Balikpapan that cares for unwanted cats (and other animals it seems). Balikpapan has a large population of stray cats and we hope to develop a sterilization programme in the near future, when we find a new veterinarian to work with us. This is why your generous donation is extremely helpful for us, as we have a lot of animals to take care of!
