These days the people of ‘Dai lapa’ have had huge troubles with the municipality of Pernik city. According to the municipality ‘Dai lapa’ doesn’t keep its engagement because there are many homeless dogs at the streets of Pernik and there are a lot of cases of biting people. Nobody interest if these people were bitten of homeless dogs or domestic ones. They just impute this to the homeless dogs and in this way they incite most people against the homeless animals. But the truth is that the most cases of biting people are done of domestic dogs and one little part of the homeless. The homeless dogs are put under cruelty, torments and aggression on the part of many people. As a whole the Bulgarian municipalities want to cope with the problem with homeless dogs without care about dog’s life. Many people think that it is not necessary to grant funds about dogs or cats when they just could be killed. 

The municipality of Pernik is not pleased with the fact that the number of euthanized dogs is smaller than the number of the euthanized dogs under the previous management of the isolator. In the time of the previous management about 80-90 % of the caught dogs were killed. Now ‘Dai lapa’ according to the new law sterilizes the homeless dogs and if they are not aggressive and if they don’t suffer from the dangerous for human or bringing agony diseases, ‘Dai lapa’ turns them back to places where they were taken from. For these four months ‘Dai lapa’ has sterilized about 300 dogs - which means about 80 dogs per month (only for explanation the previous management had sterilized 300 dogs per year – the others were killed). I don’t understand what they want – years after years they killed the homeless dogs and they didn’t cope with this problem – the result is that there are a lot of homeless dogs. There is no institution that keeps a close watch on if anybody leaves their animals or an unwanted offspring of their not castrated dogs and cats. The situation is so difficult and hopeless because despite of the laws everybody can do what he/she wants – and if they want to leave their animals they can do this without fear of the punishment (because nobody sees about the execution of the law connected with the animals). Ultimately the municipality gives ‘Dai lapa’ extension of two months to reduce the number of homeless dogs and after this period the municipality can break the contract. And if this happens then the killing will continue. Also the municipality promised to transfer the delayed with two months funds. 

Now the municipality makes 27 cages with shelters for the needs of the isolator. They are outside/stuck the present fence so when the cages are ready the isolator will be widen (they just will remove the fence from the cages’ side). 

So this is. If somebody wants to help the homeless dogs here in Bulgaria he/she must to fight not only with the lack of enough funds, with the indifference of many people who think that the animals haven’t got feelings and can’t feel pain, fear, love and etc, but he/she must fight with the different institutions that don’t help them in their begging but just the contrary – the institutions often hamper the work. 

Despite all problems with the municipality of Pernik the animals need ‘Dai lapa’. In Pernik city only these people help animals that get into a trouble

I wrote all this because I want you be informed about the situation. I don’t know what will happen with the animals in the isolator if the municipality breaks the contract. The volunteers don’t have another place where to move these (about 70) animals. I pray ‘Dai lapa’ to be able to cope with this problem and to keep the isolator. But I think that you must be aware with the situation and you may decide to delay your donations and help.
