STRAY ANIMALS SUPPORT GROUP 

Before giving out a brief report on SASG activities for the last six months of 2010, the committee of SASG would like to thank all our very dedicated helpers who have worked so selflessly throughout the year to help our stray and abandoned animals Without your help and support all we have achieved would not have been possible.

We would also like to thank all the supporters who faithfully attend our functions time after time. Our two BBQs held in July and September and our Christmas Lunch in December were such a huge success. The funds raised went towards food for our rescued cats, recovery cats and stray cat colonies. 

The charity shops have done quite well and with funds from this source we have neutered a total of 906 cats and 25 dogs in 2010 and paid the bills for other necessary operations on stray animals. We have also paid the flight bills for 43 dogs and 33 puppies to go to new homes in Germany – these were dogs rescued by the AAA sanctuary. Also towards the end of the year we sent a food donation to Noah’s Ark.

Funds we made from the shops, our other fund raising activities, as well as donations from well-wishers were spent (after shops rents and electricity bills) as follows:-

Euro 27, 404.47  -  veterinary bills (neutering, other operations, medication)

Euro 14, 511.89  -  food bills (cat colonies, recovering cats, rescued cats)

Euro   1, 713.31  -  litter (recovery cats, rescued and homing cats)

Euro   1, 600.00  -  rent of premises for our rescued cats

Euro   5, 707.88  -  airway bills for dogs to Germany

SASG is presently supporting 24 feeders of stray cat colonies who have no other means of support. Some of these feeders were approached by SASG and, with  the understanding that SASG would provide all the necessary food, were asked to feed specific colonies were the cats were literally starving.  We are truly grateful to those who have accepted this daily commitment. Helpers and members of SASG have now also neutered these colonies. 

Almost daily SASG receives requests from other feeders of stray cat colonies to help them by providing food for their colony.  Unfortunately our funds cannot stretch any further as our priority is to provide all the neutering vouchers necessary to humanely control the number of cats roaming our streets.  However neutering help is always offered and provided to any feeder who asks for our help.

We would like to conclude our newsletter by making another appeal to all to kindly donate items such as books, gifts, ornaments, furniture, crockery, etc and to visit our charity shops.  You will find all sorts of bargains to be made, lovely clothes at very low prices, and you will be helping abandoned cats and dogs with your purchase.
