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A group of concerned people formed the board of the NGO which was registered as an NGO in 2007 on 21 June, as the People For Animal Trust (Faridabad). Established to alleviate the suffering of animals. 

ANIMAL RESCUE 

We have continued to develop and strengthen the efficiency of our work by providing increasingly more practical methods of emergency work. 

82 rescued animals were delivered to our Aastha Shelter Home and treated by our Rescue Team during  2009-2010.

ANIMAL BIRTH CONTROL
This year 19 dogs were delivered by us to Samrakshan Trust at New Delhi & from Noida SPCA at U.P. After being sterilized and vaccinated all the dogs were subsequently released by us where they were picked up from. We continue to work towards increasing these numbers significantly. 

AMBULANCE SERVICE

 We Hire a private vehicle (for use as an ambulance.) This is available around the clock. Over 305 calls from the public were responded to the  during 2009-2010 year. In addition, all the injured animals were released after the treatment/ operation again using privately hired vehicles. 

MOBILE CLINIC SERVICE       

Our mobile clinic service continues on motorbike for the treaments of sick and injured stray animals during the year 2009-2010.

ADOPTIONS AND REHOMING

15 animals were adopted as pets during the year. Most of these  were stray puppies with 3 adult dogs. We endeavour to increase these numbers by implementing an education project that promotes adoption and introducing incentives such as sterilization and free vaccinations of dogs that are adopted. 

Many rescued stray animals released where they were picked up from.
VOLUNTEER 

Anna Baatz  from Manchester, UK visited for the first time in Oct 09 to participate in volunteer work, Anna’s work was excellent. She has since visited again in Feb 10 and will next spend time with us in Oct 10. She has taken on the permanent role of development officer assisting in all areas of the NGOs development. She is currently formulating our new interactive education programme with the help of WSPA. This will be delivered for the first time in October 2010. 

EDUCATION PROGRAMMES

Regular animal awareness camps are carried out by our team in schools and colleges and within business establishments of Faridabad city, we deliver a message of compassion towards animals and promote small ways in which Faridabad residents can help to alleviate animal suffering. We distributed phamlets and brochures, on which our helpline number and  animals laws are detailed. 

We are in the process, as detailed above, of formulating a more exciting and interactive education project aimed at children with a more targeted message of animal adoption. We aim to increase our school visit numbers. 

MEDIA COVERAGE

During the year various local newspapers for example Times Of India gave extensive and regular coverage 

of the work of the People For Animals Faridabad.
WORKSHOP & CONFERENCE
During the year PFA Faridabad members took active participation in a Workshop related to Disaster Management in Mumbai and another in New Delhi, which was conducted by World Society For The Protection of Animals- U.K. 

Our President Mr. Ravi Dubey took active participation in Asia For Animals Conference at Singapore- from 15 Jan, 10 to 19 Jan,10.  

Another member participated in WSPA’s education workshop in Delhi. This will be attended again in October by both Anna Baatz and Ravi Dubey.
