On same day we rescued two PARTRIDGE ( which was declared state bird of Haryana State) from Banjara community  at 3 pm from sohna mod, near sec-55. 


During raid Wildlife Inspector of our city was also with our team(pic attach).
All above mention wild animals handed over to the wildlife inspector.

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Please find given below detail of last week activities of our PFA FBD:-  
 
1.       Last week a puppy was rescued from Jeevan Nagar, injured in an accident.
2.       Another dog was brought to the shelter who had been cruelly hit by a Chowkidar in Kanishka Tower, Sector-35. 
 
Both the above dogs (pictures attached) are on their way to recovery and are under medical supervision of Dr Chauhan. Action is being taken against the Chowkidar.
 
1.       A Neel Gai (Blue Bull) was brought to the shelter on Saturday, courtesy Wildlife Inspector.  She was found severely injured near Hodal.  Dr Chauhan was immediately called to attend to the animal.  One of the legs was almost completely fractured, below knee level and had to be amputated.  The doctor worked hard for almost two hours.  Our Sunflower Team was present during the dressing and surgery of the poor animal.  They assisted the doctor.  However, unfortunately, the animal could not be saved.

2.       The other dogs in the shelter are healthier and thus happier as compared to last month (picture attached).
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Last week a baby donkey was attacked by dogs near SRS Mall at Sector-12 and severly wounded. It was brought to the shelter but unfortunately could not be saved.

An injured dogs with maggots on his ear was also rescued near Mujesar (picture attached).

Both the rescues were done by Mr Kartar Singh.


An injured calf (with broken leg) was rescued from Sector-22 (picture attached).

Treatment of both the dog and the calf is being done at the shelter.

A team of eleven members under the leadership of Mr Ravi Dubey visited Sanjay Gandhi Animal Care Centre. Basic training in first aid to animals and method of vaccination (IM/IV/Sub-cutaneous) was given to all members. Also, knowledge about some common diseases of animals and their symptoms was discussed. A short lecture on basic medicines in the form of tablets, tinctures and vaccines was given to members by Dr Baruah and Dr Akhilesh.

Since all members could not join due to various reasons, it is proposed that other members will also go in separate groups so that everyone gets an opportunity to see this Animal Care Centre which shelters and provides care to more than a thousand animals.
