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PROJECT UPDATE

We would like to thank AMCF and their sponsors for their generous € 1000,-- donation to help us with our neutering project.

We used the money to neuter the many stray cats which are living on our island and for some emergency-operations.

Janine, who founded SASG, has been busy to pay all the vet bills for neutering and other emergency operations. She picked up 3 abandoned cats with infected eyes in March and all three needed eye removal operations (images eye op 02, eye op 03 and mystic).

Besides that she takes care of neutered cats in her recovery garage (images neutering and neutering 01).

A new project in Rabat was started, with two volunteers taking care of this colony, to neuter about 16 stray cats who are living in an abandoned house. The bill for neutering came already to € 180,-- for 8 cats. (bill 01)
Michelle and Carole are taking care of the Mellieha area (north of Malta) and have been very busy these last months.
The good news is that our community of volunteers is becoming stronger and larger

so January,  February and March involved lots and lots of neutering. 

You can see our vet bills to see the volume we are doing but we stopped neutering females for the time being because all the females are heavily pregnant or nursing but we continue to catch males, or try!
As usual it feels like one step forward and two steps back. Although we have completed the neutering of a lot of colonies this year, cats continue to be dumped and so it’s never ending!
We also started several colonies in the Santa Marija Estate area (Mellieha sub-urb).
 

At present we are busy with 3 nursing mothers and their kittens as well as constantly trying to home dumped cats, who until very recently had homes. (image dsc04593)
Baronessa Von Tyson is still looking for a home. (image 133)
Dame, a 16 year old cat who was dumped, died peacefully after living in our Mellieha ward for 2 months,we feel very privileged to have been loved by her. (image 047)
Xema, a young 7 month old female that we found dumped had to be put to sleep ;her body was just not responding to treatment for FIV, if only we would have found her earlier. (image 035)
This beautiful kitten, called Blubelle was rescued from a yard in Santa Maria Estate and was successfully homed. (image 575)
 

Besides neutering we are kept on our toes monitoring all the colonies in the area. At present we have two cats from a recently closed hotel that are very sick with cat flu.

Nelly is sick again with her recuring gingivitus and is in the ward. (image 036)
Uni from the Ramla Bay Hotel is sick again and is being kept in the ward, he suffers from severe gingivitus too. (image 013)
