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During 2009 the number of shelters 
supported by the AMCF has increased 
rapidly.  From 45+ animal shelters, all 

around the world, this year the number 
has grown to 66 at the last count.

As you are all aware, the AMCF sends 
out more than 10 parcels every month 

to our shelters, and we try very hard to 
make sure that each shelter gets what 
is most urgently needed, everything 

from antibiotics to durable toys. 

In certain instances we endeavour to 
track down a specific medicine which a 
shelter needs for a particular case.

The AMCF welcomes all shelters that 
give refuge and care to abandoned and/
or mistreated animals, who have a “no 
kill” policy and actively follow a spray/

neuter, vaccination programme.

We cannot stress too highly the 
importance of sending us photos of 

your parcels when they have been 

received.  We need the photos of your 
parcel to be taken together with some 
of your animals and/or volunteers.  It is 

by having the ability to put these 
photos onto our website, for all to see, 
that we can be sure of receiving the 
continued support of individuals and 

organizations, which in turn will allow 
us to continue our work in supporting 
you.  Without these photos we cannot 

guarantee to be able to continue our 
support.

During 2009 we introduced our Virtual Adoption 
website, which gives all shelters who have animals 
with severe medical or psychological problems, the 
chance to receive support from sponsors to assist 
with their care.

From an idea in June this year, the website has grown 
rapidly, and we are now offering support to all kinds 
of creatures from dogs to turtles in various shelters 
around the world.

We have received terrific response from various 
individuals and organizations, and this support has 
allowed dogs like Mimi in Bulgaria and Emily in 
Romania, to receive urgent surgical and medical care.
 
We urge any shelter who has an animal with a long-
term medical or psychological problem, which 
diminishes their chances of adoption, to let us know, 
but don’t forget we will need regular updates and 
photos of the animal’s progress.
