Skiathos Cat Welfare Society

For the past 7 years the Skiathos Cat Welfare Society (SCWS), has been
operating on Skiathos as a UK registered society neutering, spaying and
providing medical assistance for those cats on the island that have no one
else to provide this kind of care for them, as well as maintaining a number
of feeding stations. To date these services have been funded either by
sponsors or via fundraising events and donations from visitors to the island
, now there is an opportunity for us to access funds from other sources such
as the Greek government and organisations within Europe who are prepared to
assist our cause. However, eligibility for this kind of financial support is
dependent on our registration as a Greek charity. 

If registered as a Greek charity we would be able to apply for local
government support for our neutering programme and receive help from other
organizations who are inclined to support registered charities. In addition,
official Greek charity status will greatly facilitate the organisation of
voluntary and private veterinary support, something much needed as the
island has been without a resident vet for many years. 

However, registration as a Greek charity requires us to make a considerable
financial investment, and for this reason we have not been able to apply for
this official status as, in the short term, this would have diverted
valuable funds away from our medical programme. However, to build on our
success we do need to launch a project with the aim of achieving official
Greek charity status. Funding for this project from the AMCF would allow us
to continue our current level of medical care and at the same time register
as a charity in Greece much more quickly. Currently, all the monies we
receive are used for neutering programmes or to purchase supplies for our
first aid centre. All too often we find ourselves short of funds.

We strongly believe that the long term benefits of this project would be the
best investment for SCWS.  With a grant from the AMCF we would be able to
access the benefits that official Greek charity status brings, thus helping
us secure funds for neutering and our first aid centre. Ensuring, also that
we have regular veterinary services for years to come.

With just over 2,700 cats already sterilized through our 'neuter & release'
programme we hope to increase this to 3,000 by the end of 2011.
