TAWESO volunteers Richard Itaba, Steven Mhando and Dr.Thomas W.Kahema worked together with World Vets to marks this year 2010 Animal Day activities. A total of 45 dogs and 6 cats were vaccinated against rabies and dewormed, 6 dogs were neutered, and 5 cases of skin conditions (Mange) were treated.
