We are overwhelmed by the generosity of the Animal Medical Care Foundation, your supporters and sponsors and write to thank you all most sincerely for recognizing the important work carried out by our organisation, by supporting our projects and donating on-going consignments of veterinary consumables.

Your fundraising idea of using the Football World Cup to encourage donors to donate each time The Netherlands scored, was very clever and we so appreciate you nominating our organisation to receive the contributions.   With the Netherlands Soccer Team doing so well, TEARS and the many, many animals we help were the winners!      Daily we treat numerous animals for wounds caused by bites, burns, motor vehicle accidents and stabbings as well as other injuries, so the funds raised through the football initiative have been used to purchase much-needed bandages of all sizes, as well as anti-biotics.   Grateful thanks for this wonderful donation.
Over the years, TEARS has experienced exponential growth, thanks to the generous support received.   Our decision in April 2002 to relocate to our present rented premises saw TEARS establish itself as a committed organisation, always ready to serve our community and we were thus able to expand our services from Masiphumelele to include Ocean View, Mountain View and Red Hill townships.

In July 2005, we opened a sterilisation facility on our premises, with our own veterinarian, to sterilise animals from impoverished communities.   We provided a mobile clinic to these townships, offering primary health care (vaccinating, deworming and parasite control) six days a week.   Such was the demand for our services that our hospital was soon treating animals for any illness, condition or injury.   Today, we are the only facility in the Deep South, available seven days a week and treat hundreds of animals each month, for a wide variety of conditions as well as sterilising over 2000 per year.   This is over and above the many animals treated daily via our mobile clinic.   As a pro-active organisation we are always striving to alleviate the suffering of animals and have extended our services to help the impoverished communities of

Capricorn Park (Vrygrond) and surrounds, providing free sterilisations as well as primary health care.   In addition we have established a Feral Cat Trapping and Sterilisation Unit to deal with the burgeoning problem of feral cats in the Western Cape and beyond.

Daily we care for +- 300 animals at our shelter, providing them with food, shelter, veterinary care, exercise and positive interaction with people until they can be placed in loving homes.   We welcome volunteers and dog walkers to assist us with this task.   To help finance our operation we have three charity shops, in Bergvliet, Fish Hoek and Sunnydale and bookshops in Bergvliet and Sun Valley and gratefully accept donations of any saleable items.

Going forward, our focus will be on Wenga Farm, a beautiful 3,1 hectare property, situated on Kommetjie Road, which we bought in 2007.   We intend building a world-class, eco-friendly, “green” animal shelter and have started the process to plan, raise funds and develop our animal centre of excellence.

Your support of our organisation is greatly appreciated and we thank you for caring.
